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Grooming students’ aspiration in a context of
comprehensive career guidance -

A case study in Carmel Secondary School

Missions of Career and Life Planning in Carmel Secondary School

Believing every student is a unique creation of God, having their own interests, abilities and orientations, we place
emphasisonindividual student planning. Our objectives are to support our students to understand their career/educational
aspirations, review their learning experiences and academic performance so that they can make informed choices on
their career and learning goals. At the same time we strive to provide
our students with opportunities to
explore different study and career
options and to prepare for the
world of work. It is through such
exploration that students build the
connectedness between their past
experiences, present needs and

future aspirations.
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Guidance is all about supporting
students to actualize their goals

CHEUNG Yiu Him Hugo, a graduate of
ours in 2015, has successfully stood out from
an applicant pool of 658 in the 1st “Hong Kong
Scholarship for Excellence Scheme” to be awarded
the scholarship with an honorable title “HK
Scholar”. Before Hugo set off to Glasgow in early
September, we made sure he had the chance
to share with the Carmelians and he spoke to
the school in the first assembly in the year. The
occasion, rather than a time to celebrate ones
success, was a time we see the growth of a young person,
his search for interest in life, and the meaning of career
and life planning education in Hong Kong schools.

How did Hugo come to understand himself and
realize future possibilities? In his sharing he talked about
his active participation in various activities during the
junior secondary: joining the swimming team, learning
the violin, taking part in reading competitions and reward
programs, competing at robotics competitions, going on a
service trip to Cambodia and more. He was just curious
about the world and was highly motivated to enrich
himself. Keeping the same mind and attitude, when he
learnt of the “Hong Kong Scholarship for Excellence
Scheme” through a career talk and newspaper reading last
year, he did not hesitate to apply for it — a chance which
could make his dream come true and his dream was to
study in the UK.

With the introduction of the new academic
structure, students’ need for support in face of multiple
pathways has been emerging. So besides guiding students
through their JUPAS and E-APP applications, we decided
to become a UCAS centre in 2011/12 to support students
opting for UK study and from 2012/13, we have signed
agreement with selected Taiwan universities to enhance
students’ chance of studying there. These decisions have
helped some students, though not the majority, find their

pathway, including Hugo. He recalled that when he learnt

that we are a UCAS Centre and can offer him guidance

along the application, he felt supported and he was more
determined to apply to the UK universities though money
was a concern. So the announcement of the Scholarship
was very timely, telling him there is social resource with
which he can achieve his educational goal despite his
humble family background.

While career education is for all, we do give special
attention to our fifth and sixth formers, who are in their
transition to further studies mainly. To support them, we
run a Life Camp which is themed on life planning and
team building for S5. In the camp, students discuss with
their teachers their career test results in relation to their
academic and career goals, find out transition challenges,
explore career options by meeting alumni of different
study and work backgrounds, and build rapport. After
the camp, students draft their self-account, review their
OLE and academic performance, and make preliminary
university programme choices and contingency plan
before they meet the teachers the second time. When
Hugo was a Secondary Five student, he went through all
these, too.

Life Camp is a pivotal career intervention in our
school. And what makes it pivotal is the role our teachers
play. We believe our teachers are in the best position
to give students guidance as we know our students

comprehensively like their school
results, other learning experiences,
family and friends, values and the
struggles as they grow, all of which
could be influencing one’s career and
life planning. So our teachers are
our students’ advisors. Each advisor
will follow the same group of students
through two years of time starting

from the Life Camp till the DSE results release. Students
of the same class are put into groups based on their career
interest test results. This encourages peer support and
allows the advisors, who are either a career teacher or a
class teacher, to focus on a manageable size of students
and their interested disciplines. Last year, there were a
total of 21 S6 advisors, including Hugo’s, who knows Hugo

well, who Hugo trusts and can easily turn to.

One of the questions our advisors always ask is
“What do you want your future to be and why?” Hugo
is now studying Neuroscience in University of Glasgow.
He used ABC to sum up the reasons for this choice at the
presentation he gave in September. A for anime, where the
characters use their mind to control objects; B for Biology,
which is a subject he loves and C for Ice Bucket Challenge.
In 2014 this viral fundraising video event not only raised
public awareness of Amyotrophic Lateral Sclerosis
(ALS) but also drew Hugo's attention to how to cure this
progressive neurodegenerative disease that affects nerve
cells in the brain and the spinal cord, and its patients. And
his answer was found in Neuroscience, whose research
areas include cures and treatments for ALS.

Besides career guidance, to support students in
their application to different universities and institutes,
local or overseas, we run an interview skills workshop for
the graduating class in May every year. We will invite a
guest speaker from the university to explain to students
the essence of admission interviews and our alumni of
various disciplines to conduct mock interviews with
the participants. Hugo did come to the interview skills
workshop to get prepared. In addition to it, he returned
to school almost every single day to join the English Oral
Practice after all the written papers and he attended every
interview offered by the local university. With enhanced
language ability, skills and confidence, Hugo probably

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maneuvered through the interview the steering board of
the Scholarship invited him to.

The career and life planning education curriculum
in fact lays a solid foundation for the individual student
planning to take place. And our OLE lessons and the
Career Week, essential parts of the curriculum will be
introduced here. The OLE curriculum offers a wide range
of courses, compulsory and elective courses, aiming to
cater for the diverse interest of the students and give them a
broader experience, which is enrichment and on the other
hand, enhancing their knowledge and skills over a longer
period of time, which is empowerment. Either enrichment
or empowerment, they can help develop our students’
self-concept, and as their self-concept develops, they can
find their educational goals and work roles more easily.
In addition to the physical and aesthetic programmes,
there are combined career OLE sessions in S4 and S5 and
transition talks for S6. Scheduling these domains in the
timetable can ensure all students can have these learning
experiences. Career Week, which spans over just a week,
serves like a hidden curriculum. With a differet theme
each year, important messages are effectively delivered
to the whole school through assemblies, lunch time
activities and after-school talks. Messages Hugo must
have also received in the past few years were around the
themes Connect Global Competence, Learn Work Serve,
and Make a Difference. And this year, we have Live your
Life Live your Dream, encouraging our students to dare
to dream and make plans to make their dream come true.

To sum up, the work of career and life planning in
our school is that of school-based and developmental,
helping students to make sense of their experience and
to develop their competence so that they can live out the
plan God has for them. And best wishes to Hugo as he
embarks on his path of Neuroscience in Glasgow and the
plan God has for him.
